· Clearance area (where the speed limit is more than 60km/h). Approx. 20-30m – no parked vehicles, plant or workers
· Work Area (as required)
· Termination (not required for short-term or mobile works)
· Ensure suitable speed restrictions as required. Examples for short term works:
· Between 1.2m-3m of a local road, the speed limit of 60km/h and barrier in place – no speed restrictions required. Where no barrier in place – reduce speed to 40km/h
· For a freeway where a barrier is in place (within 1.2m-3m), reduce speed to 80km/h. Without barrier = 40km/h
· Between 9-12m, no barrier = 80km/h on freeway
